Khartoum American School provides the best possible 
inclusive education Sudan has to offer and we are focused 
on continuous improvement. To provide the best possible 
education, KAS has a curriculum review cycle in place 
where every year certain subjects are looked at school-wide. 
Last year, we conducted the Math and Language Arts review. 
This year Science, Information Technology and Physical 
Education have been the focus of the K-12 curriculum review. 

Teachers continue to analyze what they are doing in their 
classrooms. We use the Understanding by Design

Curriculum Mapping system. The Understanding by Design 
process starts off with establishing the desired results in 
terms of student learning. This encompasses one or more 
AERO (American Education Reaches Out) standards, which 
align with the American Common Core State Standards, 
the goal of what students will understand, and the essential 
questions that will drive student learning. After articulating 
what our students will learn, we focus on how we will 
measure that learning. We gather assessment evidence 
through performance tasks and other forms of assessments 
(oral and written tests, reports, project, etc.). From there we
